COURSE OBJECTIVES:

     In the process of completing this course, students will:

1. Read and notate pitch correctly in G, C, and F clefs

2.  Learn the structure of the 12 major and minor diatonic scales, the whole tone scale, the chromatic scale, and the seven church modes.

3. Recognize and reproduce key signatures for all 12 major and minor diatonic keys, plus the seven church modes.

4. Transpose from one key to another.

5. Learn the different types of non-chord tones.

6. Study and extensively drill on all basic musical intervals, triads and their inversions, five basic seventh chords and their inversions.

7. Study the harmonic system and apply it to chordal analysis of tonal music.

REQUIRED TEXT AND SUPPLIES: 
Texts:   Manoff, Tom.  The Music Kit – 4th edition- with computer disc for drill 
             Lynn, Theodore.  Introductory Musicianship:  A Workbook – 8th edition 

Other required materials:  music staff paper

ATTENDANCE: Students are expected to attend class regularly.  Daily homework will be assigned.  Students are expected to attend each class.  After the equivalent of two weeks of absences, students will be dropped.  If a student is tardy, it is his/her responsibility to notify the instructor immediately after class so that the absence is changed to a tardy. Three tardies constitute an absence.  A tardy in excess of 20 minutes is considered an absence.  Students who exceed the absence limit after the drop date will receive an "F".

TOPICS:  Musical notation of pitch in C, F, and G clefs;  Scales (major, minor, chromatic, whole tone, church modes);  Key signatures (major, minor, modes);  Intervals;  Triads and their inversions;  Seventh Chords and their inversions;  Chord symbols and Figured Bass notation;  Transposition;  Non-harmonic tones;  Harmonic System and basic chordal analysis.

ASSIGNMENTS: Reading and written homework assignments  will be given daily and/or weekly. Late assignments will receive only 75% credit. No credit will be given for assignments that are more than one week late. Mid-term tests will be given approximately every 2-3 weeks.
