In the process of completing this course, students will:


Learn the elements of music (melody, rhythm, harmony, texture, form, expression) and the musical vocabulary that describes these elements in music.

Learn the various genres of music (vocal and instrumental) in each historical period and the characteristics of each.

Learn about the major composers in each historical period – their lives, their major compositions, and their accomplishments in furthering the development of music.

Learn about the major historical eras in music from the Middle Ages to the present, including the political, cultural, and artistic events that helped shape the music of the era.


ASSIGNMENTS: 

Reading, Listening,  Discussion Assignments, and Assessment Quizzes will be given weekly. Assignments are due each Monday at 8am.  Late assignments will receive a 25% deduction. No credit will be given for assignments that are more than one week late. Mid-term tests will be given approximately every 4-6 weeks. For a complete list of assignments, see the list at the end of this syllabus document.

Concert Reports: Three (3) written reports of concerts of live music are required of all students.   The concerts must be considered serious art music and must be approved by the instructor ahead of time to make sure that they are acceptable. They must be college level or professional. At least one of the concerts must be a Symphony Orchestra performance.  Rock, country and gospel concerts will not qualify. A written review of an approved video/DVD can substitute for one concert report.    Approved videos are on reserve in the Reedley College Library, or you may look for one at a local library or video store and then submit it for approval.    The other two concert reports must be of live concerts.  If the three required concerts reports are submitted prior to their deadlines, a fourth, extra credit concert report may be done at the end of the semester.


The three concert report due dates are as follows: 


1. First Concert Report due no later than 5 pm on Monday, Sept. 26, 2011. 

2. Second Concert Report due no later than 5 pm on Monday, Nov. 7, 2011.

3. Third Concert Report due no later than 5pm on Wed, Dec. 14, 2011.  If you attend the Reedley College Band/Jazz Band concert on the evening of Dec. 16, 2011, your concert report for that concert ONLY will be accepted if it is received by 8am on Monday, Dec. 19.

Concert reports must be submitted no later than one week after the concert has taken place.
