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Course Description
This course focuses on developing skills and techniques important to create a successful drawing. Students will learn how to use elements of design like line, texture and value. Trough class projects and assignments students will become confident with the medium of drawing, learn various ways of line application and marks from linear, three dimensional to abstract drawing. There will be class discussions and critiques where form, content and media issues will be addressed. Most of class assignments will be based on observation and life drawing. There will be independent projects and assignments that will involve work outside of the class. There is no textbook  required but students will use the library for research and study.

Course objectives
1. Freehand draw three dimensional, representational imagery with accurate proportions.

2. Combine form and content in the drawing process.

3. Develop ideas in series of work.

4. Express oneself through the drawing process utilizing visual symbols and metaphor.
5. Think of creative solutions to drawing and design exercises and problems.

6. Use vocabulary that is accurate to the drawing process.
Students are obliged to attend every class meeting and work through entire class session.  It is very important that students are prepared for the class and bring required materials. 

Each missed class will result in loosing one point in participation and attendance category.
I accept only written excuses. Please list all days that you missed in the class and explain the reason of your absence. 

Late arrivals and early leaves will result in a lower grade. Four unexcused absences may result in a drop of the course. However, if you decide to drop the course it is your responsibility to drop officially in the  Administration and Records office.

Class maintenance

Homework

Students will work on independent projects and sketchbook assignments outside of class.  
Class work that has not been finished during the class session needs to be finished at home.

Homework is obligatory not optional. Students will work on sketchbook assignments. Sketchbook assignments will be due one week after from the day they were assigned.

Independent projects will be assigned. Each independent project will be discussed in class. Students will need to spend a significant period of time to develop their projects. 

Projects and assignments are due on time. Late work will be accepted but dropped in points.

Late work will result  in lower grade (-1 point ). Late work will be accepted no later than one week after the deadline unless there is a serious problem ( like an illness) that does not allow a student to finish the work on time. Please inform me ahead if you have any emergencies and make arrangements to submit your work . 

Evaluation

Semester will be divided into four drawing sessions. After each session  there will be an art critique. Each student will be obliged to bring all the work done in class during each session and will be evaluated based on the quality of their work and performance in class.
