Course Description:  An examination of the underlying theoretical principles of developmentally appropriate practices applied to programs, environments, emphasizing the key role of relationships, constructive adult-child interactions, and teaching strategies in supporting physical, social, creative and intellectual development for children. This course includes a review of the historical roots of early childhood programs and the evolution of the professional practices promoting advocacy, ethics and professional identity.

Required Assignments:

Professional Portfolio:
You will be required to create a professional portfolio reflecting your educational and career experiences.  This professional portfolio will be a living document portraying your personal and professional influences on development, knowledge, and philosophies regarding children, families and teaching.  It will contain pieces of your coursework that illustrate your educational career and how you meet the NAEYC Standards for Early Childhood Professional Preparation.  This assignment is worth 140 points toward your final grade. 
Problem Solving Activities:
You will need to complete 6 Problem Solving Activities worth a total of 5 points each.  These activities will be completed during class and will be made of true and false questions related to the text chapters.  These activities will serve as study guides for the tests.  You must be in class on the day an activity is due to complete it.  There will be NO make-up activities.  If you are absent on the day an activity is planned, you will miss the opportunity to gain the points for that activity. (See Course Outline/Schedule for dates.)
Test:
There will be a total of 6 tests during this semester, totaling 300 points toward your final grade.  Tests will be made up of multiple-choice questions related to the text and other materials covered during class.  It is recommended that students attend class meetings in preparation for the tests.  Tests will be given during class time and no make-up exams will be given. (See Course Outline/Schedule for dates.)
Final Exam:


There is a Final Exam worth 30 points.  This exam is made up of multiple choice questions related to all chapters of the text and materials covered in class during the entire semester.  Students MUST take the Final Exam on the final day of class.  (See Course Outline/Schedule for date.) NO make-up Final Exam will be given.
Extra Credit: You will have the opportunity to earn 30 extra credit points toward your final grade.  Ten of these points will come from completing on online quiz related to the syllabus and class policies (available on Blackboard). Twenty additional extra credit points will come from a one-time activity given after the 10th week of the semester.  No make-up extra credit will be given.
