Course Description:


This course surveys the Constitutional applications of criminal statute violations and their historical significance within the criminal justice system, as well as examines the most frequently used sections in the California Penal Code. 

Learning Objectives:

By the end of the semester it is expected that the student will:

A. Gather and organize research material for a case brief or written project. 

B. Review the historical significance of the U.S. Constitution as it applies to the criminal justice process. 

C. Identify and differentiate the various crimes by their elements. 

D. Examine given facts and determine the crimes (if any) that have been committed. 

E. Evaluate the various crimes in terms of classification to determine the correct response. 

F. Demonstrate the ability to use the California Penal Code and the Constitution appropriately. 

G. Demonstrate the ability to use legal vocabulary. 

H. Review the historical significance of the U.S. Constitution and its Amendments. 

Desired Student Outcomes:
By the end of the semester it is expected that the student will:
A. Identify, use, define and differentiate various crimes by means of the elements of those crimes. 

B. Evaluate a set of facts and then determine which crimes, if any, have been committed. 

C. Evaluate the various crimes in terms of classification (infraction, misdemeanor or felony). 

D. Demonstrate familiarity with and the ability to use the California Penal Code. 

E. Demonstrate the ability to use the vocabulary of the legal language. 

Attendance:
