B. identify main ideas and supporting details.

C. use strategies to recognize vocabulary in context.

D. use strategies to increase reading comprehension and speed on familiar topics.

E. write and edit sentences and basic paragraphs.

F. identify and use grammatical structures in written English.

G. identify and correct grammatical errors.

H. use software applications for language learning.
