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Course Description:  This four-unit reading course is one level below English 1A.  You may take the course Pass/No Pass if you wish.  You will receive instruction and guided practice in reading both fiction and nonfiction texts so that you’ll develop college-level proficiencies in vocabulary and reading comprehension: literal, analytical, and critical.  The point of all of this is that you should become a more skilled and confident reader who can read, understand, and remember, college reading assignments successfully and, along the way, enjoy reading more. 
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Attendance

You may miss up to two weeks’ worth of class periods before March 11.  On the next absence before then, I will drop you.  There is no such thing as an excused absence.  Absent is absent.

Missed Work
