Intermediate Algebra – Spring 2011

COURSE DESCRIPTION:  

Operations with rational exponents and roots, study of functions and their graphs, exponential and logarithmic equations and their applications, systems of equations, radical expressions and equations, 

conics and their graphs, quadratic equations their graphs and applications, sequences and series.

PREREQUISITE:  

Grade of C or higher in Math 101 or its equivalent or eligibility as determined by the assessment process

OBJECTIVES:  

Students will be able apply the knowledge of algebra they acquire in this course to:

1.  Graph and solve linear & quadratic equations, exponential & logarithmic equations, systems of equations, perform operations on radicals, functions, complex numbers, and graph conics.  2.  Solve problems with applications in life as well as work situations.  3.  Achieve oral and technical writing skills to clearly communicate the problem and solution process.  4.  Enhance their analytical problem solving ability and increase self-confidence in the ability to use math.  5.  Obtain the knowledge base and skills necessary for success in future math coursework and real-life applications.

HOMEWORK:

Homework assignments are completed online and the assignments can be found at the 
CourseCompass website.  You may work ahead if you like.  If you need assistance, I am available daily Monday through Friday.  It is important to stay current to be successful in the course!  All homework is due dates are listed on CourseCompass.  Homework that is a little late will receive a 20% penalty.  Homework later than the specified time will not be accepted.  Do not expect to take the exam and then complete the homework.  Each chapter’s assignments have a due date and a late due date the assignment will be unavailable to the student after the late due date.  No late homework will be accepted (extenuating circumstances may be taken into consideration at the discretion of the instructor).  Online homework will account for15% of your grade, and graphing homework done by hand may be worth up to 5% of your homework grade.

Note:  When working on homework, you do not have to complete an entire assignment during one session.  If you need to stop while in the middle of an assignment, you can save your work.
ONLINE TESTS:  There will be six or seven online tests given.  All online tests are available as of the start of the semester.  However, each test allows only 180 minutes and will not be available after time runs out. Online Tests will account for 25% of your grade.  

Before you begin an online exam, be sure you have everything you need and will not be interrupted.  The password for each test is “007”.  This way I know that you cannot open it accidentally. Once you begin the exam you will have 180 minutes to complete it.  After the 180 minutes have expired the exam will no longer be available to you.  It is not possible to stop the clock once you open an exam!  To avoid complications you should print the test when you open it.  Work the problems out, then input the solutions and submit them.  This will insure that you do not lose your work due to a computer glitch during the test.

You can also earn up to 1 unit of coursework in the Math 272 for the hours you work on this course in the Math Center.  

MIDTERM EXAM & FINAL: There will be three (3) Midterm Exams and a Final which will be given at the Reedley College Campus.  The Midterm Exams will be worth 45% of your grade and the Final will be worth 15% of your grade.  Both will be given on campus and will require all work to be shown for each problem in order to receive full credit.  All of these exams and the final will be given from 6 P.M. to 7:50 P.M. on the following dates;  Midterm I  2/22, Midterm II 3/29, Midterm III 5/3 and the final 5/17.  No Makeup Exams will be given!  All exams will be given in room number CCI 201.
Note:  Calculators may be used on both the midterms and final exam.  Cell phones are NOT to be used as calculators and should not be in plain view while taking an exam.  
Students will need to present a valid picture I.D. in order to take both the midterm exams and the final exam.
