COURSE DESCRIPTION:

The goal of this course is to assist students in career exploration through self-assessment, career research, goal setting, and success strategies.  Activities include career assessments, self-analysis, career-related videos, individualized career research, small group exercises and mock interviews.  This course is designed for students who have not determined a college major or career goal.  COUN 34 is a CSU transferable course.  (Basic Skills Advisories: Eligibility for English 125, and 126)
COURSE OUTCOMES:

Upon completion of this course, students will be able to: 

1. List their personal and career related values.

2. Describe their personality type.

3. List personal career related interests.

4. Identify their specific personal and occupational skills and aptitudes.

5. Define the meaning of occupational trends and labor market outlook.

6. Follow the process of career decision-making.

7. Access information related to specific career options. 

8. Indicate a personal goal and how they plan to attain it.

9. List the factors required for achieving success.

10. Present oneself informally and formally in a positive and constructive manner.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:

Upon successful completion of COUN 34, students will:

1. Learn strategies for self-assessment as it relates to choosing an academic major or career.

2. Identify personal interest, abilities, personality type and values.

3. Relate interests, abilities, personality type and values to academic major and career path decision-making.

4. Prioritize and categorize interests, abilities, personality type and values.

5. Use assessment results to clarify self-knowledge related to vocational interests.

6. Acquire strategies for seeking information about academic majors and careers.

7. Practice successful interviewing techniques.

8. Develop short and long term goals as well as steps to achieving them.

9. Examine the impression they make and consider alternatives.

MATERIALS:

A Three-Ring Binder or another form of organization material is needed to organize assignments and handouts.  In addition to your notes, handouts, class activities, assignments, assessments, exams and your syllabus should be kept in your binder and brought to each class. Agenda or personal organizer is required.
ATTENDANCE AND CLASS PARTICIPATION:
This is a course for students who want to explore careers.  One of the most important factors of success in any endeavor is consistent and active participation.  Therefore, students are expected to attend all class sessions.  Attendance will be taken at the beginning of each class session.  It is the responsibility of the student to sign the attendance sheet each class period.  Students are expected to show up on time and stay for the entire class session.  If a student is late to class, he/she should enter and sit down quietly.  (Do not ask your neighbor what we are doing or interrupt the lecture/discussion.  Wait for a break or until after class to find out what was missed.) If a student is unable to attend class, it is his/her responsibility to notify the instructor before the class period and get any missed information or assignments from the instructor or other students.  Students should come to each session prepared and actively participate during group activities and class discussions.  Two consecutive absences may result in being dropped from the course (if prior to the drop date).  (Friday, August 31 is the last day to drop a full-term class to avoid a “W.”  Friday, October 12 is the last day to drop a full-term class with a “W,” letter grades assigned after this date.)

To create the very best environment for supporting your success and the success of your classmates, this course has four important rules:
1. Show up!

2. Be prepared!

3. Do the work!

4. Participate actively!

**Please note that if you are disruptive in any way, I will ask you to leave the class for the day.  If you continue to be disruptive, I will file a report with the Dean of Students.  (You are disruptive if you are talking to your neighbor while I am talking or someone else is talking, if you are doing other work besides the assigned task, if you use inappropriate language or tone with me or others, if you are rude, if you talk on your cell phone or text message during class or do not put your cell phone/pager on silence, etc.

ASSIGNMENTS:  

All assignments are due on date given on the Course Schedule on pages 5- 7. NO LATE WORK WILL BE ACCEPTED!  Note: Being absent the day homework is collected does not entitle you to turn it in late!

Extra Credit: There will be a few opportunities to earn extra-credit. Instructor will announce them. 
Journals- Read the chapter before it is assigned and there will be in-class journal entries assigned throughout the semester. 
RoadTrip Nation- Watch videos and answer questions on handouts. (Due Aug. 22 & 11/21)
“I LOVE” and “I AM”- A written assignment passed out during class (Due Aug. 24)
Person of Passion – Choose a person that you see as a “person of passion.” More instructions will be given (Due Oct. 17)
Assessments- There will be four on-line assessments that will be assigned. Answer questions, print results, and answer questions. More instructions will be given. 
Self – Discovery Paper- A minimum three page, double-spaced, typewritten paper with one inch margins and 12 point font.  The purpose of this assignment is to summarize and interpret all class self-discovery, assessment results, and conclude with a few careers.  More information will be given. (Due Oct. 29)
Midterm- Short answer exam covering chapters 1-5 and materials covered first half of semester. (Due Oct. 10)
Career Exploration Research- A format will be distributed by the instructor.  The purpose is to report research information about two careers of interest to you. More information will be provided. (Due Oct. 31)
SEP- Make an appointment with a counselor on Reedley College eSARS between, September 1st  through November 28 to complete a Student Education Plan and is due Dec. 3rd
Career Portfolio Project- An organized collection of some in-class completed assignment and resume. (Due Dec. 3)
Goal Setting – Follow the goal setting technique in listing short-term goals that are needed to reach long-term goals. (Due Nov. 5)
Interview the Future ME- A short interview with a community leader or someone you feel has the career you would like in the future. (Due Dec. 5)
Interview in-class- Dress appropriately and interview each other.  More instructions will be given. 
Final- Short answer exam covering chapters 6-10 and materials covered.
Participation- Student is present every day, prepared, and works well with others during group activities.
