Welcome to English 1B at Reedley College!

English 1B is a literature survey and composition course that is designed to follow English 1A. Students will be introduced to four major literary genres: short story, novel, poetry, and drama. It is a three unit course, which is fully transferable to University of California and California State University and most other public and private four-year colleges and universities. Students are required to read approximately 100 pages per week and to write papers related to the reading assignments. They will also be discussing literature on the Blackboard web site which is our electronic forum and virtual classroom so it is important to keep up with the reading. Students should plan to spend 10-12 hours per week on this course, reading, writing and discussing literature for the class. Students need to access the computer each day to read lectures, check the assignment schedule, post on the discussion board, look through and respond to email, or write a paper. Students need to be careful not to get behind-an online class can be deceptive as it might seem like less work when in fact it requires more effort and engagement in many ways.

Write an essay citing published peer-reviewed literary analysis of at least 1000 words.

Essays: Students will write three short papers (3-4 pages) and one longer paper (5-7) during the course of the semester. The longer paper will incorporate literary analysis from outside sources.  Essays MUST be submitted to the blackboard site-I will not accept essays submitted to my email account. 
Late Policy: You will lose one letter grade for every day your essay is late. I will not accept your essay after the third day. The discussion board is ALWAYS due Sunday by midnight.

Expectations: As the prerequisite to this class is English 1A, I expect you are familiar with MLA formatting. I also expect that you will know how to incorporate quotation and how to identify and use a scholarly source. This means I will not cover this material except in a superficial way during the course of the class. Problems with quotation will severely affect your grade, so make sure to review MLA guidelines while you are writing your essays. There are excellent sources on the internet-in particular the OWL at Purdue. Essays that use sites like Wikipedia, sparknotes or encyclopedias, even if cited correctly and properly punctuated, will not receive credit. 

Discussion Board: The discussion board is fairly self-explanatory. Click on the discussion board tab on the left-hand side of the screen; click on forum and then follow my instructions. It is very easy. Make sure not to save as this function often does just the opposite. Hit reply instead. Please contact me if you have any problems with this. Sometimes I will engage on the discussion board, but after my initial questions or statements I expect you to take over. This is the place for you to discuss literature with your classmates. It has the added benefit of discussion with time to think before committing to an answer-a real luxury! 

Schedule: The schedule is posted according to units. It will always be posted under Course Information. We will have four units: the short story, poetry, the novel, and the play. Each unit is approximately 4 weeks. The schedule might change in order to accommodate what I see going on in the class. I might feel more time needs to be spent on a certain concept and so on. I am a reflexive teacher. This means I adjust the schedule to reflect the needs of the class. You will be alerted to any changes and the changed schedule will be posted.

Course Policies: Missing papers receive no points. Late papers are not accepted; contact me if you have an extraordinary situation. Computer problems are the student’s responsibility. Discussion board grades are based on my reading of the discussion. There are no wrong answers in this class as long as the discussion is thoughtful and developed. If you do not participate in the discussion board, you receive zero points, but your lack of participation is also considered the equivalent of three absences. If you miss two weeks (the equivalent of six absences) of the discussion board, you will be dropped from the course. The use of text messaging language or any kind of informal language on the discussion board will result in no credit for that posting. As stated earlier, essays that use sites like Wikipedia, sparknotes or encyclopedias, even if correctly cited, will not receive credit.
Plagiarism: Plagiarism is the act of using another person’s words as your own. Some essays may be submitted to turnitin.com, an anti-plagiarism site. I will also spot check papers on the site. This policy also applies to the discussion board.  Any student who plagiarizes will automatically fail the course, and your name will be submitted to the Dean of Student Services.
