Welcome to English 1B at Reedley College!

English 1B is a literature survey and composition course that is designed to follow English 1A. Students will be introduced to four major literary genres: short story, novel, poetry, and drama. It is a three unit course, which is fully transferable to University of California and California State University and most other public and private four-year colleges and universities. Students are required to read approximately 200 pages per week and to write papers related to the reading assignments. It is important to keep up with the reading. 

Texts:

Backpack Literature, an Introduction to Fiction, Poetry and Drama, X.J. Kennedy

The Great Gatsby, F. Scott Fitzgerald 
Essays on literature topics: Students will write three papers relating to the reading assignments. The papers will vary in length, but the general standard is 3-5 pages. Specific topics will be assigned. The paper will NEVER be a summary of the work assigned, but will reflect the student’s thoughts and analysis of the reading assignment. 100 points each.
Major Papers: At the end of each major work, students will write a longer (5-7 pg) paper on the play and novels studied. The last paper will incorporate literary criticism and research. 200 points each.
Participation: Includes discussion and in class projects. 100 points

Attendance: Participation in discussion is a major part of this class. Aside from the actual reading, this is how learning occurs for everyone involved.
Grades: 90%=A; 80%=B; 70%=C; 60%=D; 50%=F
Course Policies: Missing papers receive no points. Late papers are not accepted; contact me if you have an extraordinary situation before the due date. Computer problems are the student’s responsibility. 

Expectations: You are expected to keep a binder that includes your class notes and any handouts that you receive throughout the semester. We will often be referring back to previously discussed material as we make our way through the semester. It is important that you have all of this material with you during each class period. As the points assigned to participation indicate, actual involvement in the class is crucial to your success as a student. The exchange of opinion is a major component in the study of literature.
