Course Description: 

72: This course provides instruction and guided practice in peer learning assistance. The course is intended for those interested in helping students with written compositions while also enhancing their own writing skills and for students intending to enter the field of education. Reader-based feedback and active learning strategies are practiced. Areas for study include composition theory, collaboration learning, writing centers, and writing across the curriculum. Concurrent enrollment in English 125 or English 1A is recommended..  

72a: This course provides instruction and guided practice in peer tutoring strategies focusing on the special needs of various types of student writers: ESL and international students, students with learning disorders and learning style differences, online students, and students with discipline-specific writing needs. Specialized reader-based feedback and active learning strategies are practiced.

Course Outcomes: 

72: Upon completion of this course, students will be able to: 

A. Guide writers through understanding and completing assignments by applying writing center theory and practices to specific writers' needs.

B. Reflect on their own writing processes and growth in their own skills and learning.

C. Implement collaborative techniques in their group sessions.

72a: Upon completion of this course, students will be able to: 

A. Employ a range of tutoring strategies specific to ESL and international student writers as well as SLD student writers (students with a Specific Learning Disorder) and discipline-specific writers. 

B. Help student writers understand the components of a successfully written composition in that particular discipline including various forms of documentation across the curriculum.

C. Show knowledge and appropriate techniques in responding to students’ written compositions in group, walk-in, and online sessions.

The continuation of your being a paid Writing Center tutor the following semester will in part be based upon your performance in English 72/72A.

72 Minimum Class Requirements:

· Attendance:  Class participation is vital.  You may be dropped from the course and your tutoring duties if your absences are excessive.   

· Reading assignments: Reading assignments will be given and discussed in class or via Blackboard’s Discussion Board. Check Blackboard regularly for announcements and assignments.
· Reading responses: You will be required to complete reading responses in conjunction with the reading assignments.  Responses are due in class the day of discussion.  Grades will be given to these responses based on the care, critical thinking, and thoughtfulness you give to the assignment.

· Observation / CSUF visit assignment:  In the first half of the semester, you will be asked to observe a CSU-Fresno Writing Center (or alternate) tutoring session.  You will then write a response based on what you observed.  Some topics to consider are:  what were the tutor’s strengths/weaknesses, what were you surprised by, how would you have handled it differently, how did the tutor negotiate the session (what did s/he do first, second, third), overall, what did you learn about yourself, tutoring, writing, etc.  Again, grades will be given to this observation based on the care, critical thinking, and thoughtfulness you give to the assignment.

· Additional assignments: Small, instructive assignments may be added throughout the semester.  These will be counted as part of your participation grade.  

· Paper Jam Article: Complete a full length article for the Writing Center’s newsletter Paper Jam.  See past issues for ideas.  Part of the tutoring sessions will be dedicated to developing issues of Paper Jam.  
· End-of-the-semester project:  There is an opportunity for a wide range of projects that can be completed.  
· Employment in the Writing Center: If your employment in the Writing Center is terminated, you will not be able to participate in class and you will receive an F.  
72A Additional Requirements:  

· When completing the above assignments, you should focus your work and responses on the needs of the following students and tutoring situations, when appropriate:
· ESL and international student writers 

· SLD student writers (students with a Specific Learning Disorder) 

· Discipline-specific writers

· Show knowledge and appropriate techniques in responding to students’ written compositions in group, walk-in, and online sessions.

· Podcast:  Complete one podcast, including materials, presentation and script.  The podcast must be recorded, though you can recruit an “actor” to present your ideas if you are not comfortable recording yourself.

Expectations for Tutors who have completed 72 and 72A

If you have completed English 72 and 72A, you are still required to attend the training sessions for the purposes of continuing education.  You will be paid for these sessions.

The following is a summary of the expectations for your participation in the continuing education as well as some ideas for alternative assignments should you have a free hour.

The continuation of your being a paid Writing Center tutor the following semester will in part be based upon your performance in English 72/72A.

· Attendance:  Class participation is vital.  You may be dropped from your tutoring duties if your absences are excessive.   You must attend at least 70% of the sessions or you will not be hired back.  You can make up sessions if necessary, but it will be considered in your evaluation.  
· Reading assignments: Reading assignments will be given and discussed in class or via Blackboard’s Discussion Board. Check Blackboard regularly for announcements and assignments. You will be expected to have completed the reading and have thoughtful responses to share with the class.

· Observation / CSUF visit assignment:  You can attend a CSUF observation.  If you choose to do so, you must complete the assignment.  You will be paid for the one hour observation.  
· Paper Jam Article: You will be asked to complete an article for the Writing Center’s newsletter Paper Jam.  See past issues for ideas.  I suggest that you consider doing the Paper Jam article as an alternative assignment when your groups do not show.  You might also consider working on it in the groups when you are modeling good writing practices.  
· End-of-the-semester projects and Podcasts:  You may also choose to do a larger project for the Writing Center similar to the end-of-semester projects and podcasts.

Plagiarism may include, but is not limited to, failing to provide complete citations and references for all work that draws on the ideas, words, or work of others, failing to identify contributors to work done in collaboration,  submitting duplicated work to be evaluated in different courses without the knowledge and consent of the instructors involved, or failing to observe computer security systems and software copyrights. Incidents of cheating and plagiarism may result in any of a variety of sanctions and penalties, which may range from a failing grade on the particular examination, paper, project, or assignment in question to a failing grade in the course, at the discretion of the instructor and depending on the severity and frequency of the incidents.
