Course Prerequisites:  A grade of “C” or higher in Intermediate Algebra (Math 103) or the equivalent

Advisories:  Eligibility for English 125 and English 126

Course Objective:
1. Acquisition of in-depth knowledge of college level algebra and trigonometry, including solving polynomial, logarithmic, exponential, trigonometric and rational equations, graphing transformations of polynomial, logarithmic, exponential, trigonometric and rational functions.  2.  Enhance the student’s ability to solve problems with applications in life as well as work situations.  3.  Develop oral and technical writing skills to clearly communicate the problem solving process.  4.  Broaden student analytical problem solving capability to include applications of math such as carbon dating, logarithmic growth models and projectile motion.  5.  Obtain the knowledge base and skills necessary for success in calculus.

Materials:
Scientific (graphing) calculator, graph paper.  Graphing calculators may be on loan in the library.

Recommended Calculators:  Texas Instruments Graphing Calculators:  TI – 83, TI - 83 Plus, TI-84, TI – 85, TI – 86 (The TI – 83 and 83 Plus are the most user-friendly).   The TI – 82 may also be used, however, it has limited problem-solving capabilities.  Calculators such as the TI-89 may not be used on exams.

Text:
You can buy the bundled text Blitzer Precalculus Essentials 3e, third edition, Author is Robert Blitzer, Pearson/Prentice Hall, it should come with the Coursecompass Access Code.  The text is optional, you can just purchase the Access Code for the course online at the Coursecompass Website. Ask for the precalculus text book for course #51821, Montgomery.   If you are not self-enrolled in Coursecompass by the second week of class, you may be dropped.
