Course Description: Reading, analyzing, and composing college-level prose with emphasis on the expository; studying writing as a process; exploring different composing structures and strategies; editing and revising one’s own writing; conducting research (gathering, organizing, evaluating, integrating, and documenting information) culminating in a term research paper and an annotated bibliography. This particular section of 1A uses a variety of images from painting, photography, film and television, as well as traditional texts.
Student Learning Outcomes: Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

A. Write a documented research paper of at least 1000 words which includes:

1. A sophisticated introduction, multiple body paragraphs, and conclusion

2. An arguable thesis sentence

3. Supporting details that exhibit critical thinking and credible secondary sources

4. Correct usage of MLA format

5. Appropriate and purposeful use of quotations

6. An annotated bibliography of multiple sources

B. Write sentences that exhibit a command of the complex/compound with minimal comma splices, sentence fuses, and fragments.

C. Demonstrate sophisticated word choice

D. Correctly use in-text citations

E. Avoid plagiarism

F. Complete a developed essay independently in class

G. Self-edit for errors and revise compositions

H. Write in the third person

I. Summarize and comprehend college level prose.

Attendance: Attendance is a crucial component of this class. If you have more than four absences by March 9 you will be dropped. After the drop date there will be frequent CR/NC in-class activities.
Essays/Writing Assignments: This class requires the completion of various graded writing assignments. They must be in MLA format and on time. It is crucial that you save all of your work. You must receive a C or better on the final research project in order to pass the class. 
Late Papers: You will be penalized a letter grade for every day late. After the third day (weekends count as days) I will not accept your paper. Essays are due in hard copy only.

Revisions: You will be allowed to revise one essay from the class (the final essay not included). In order to do so, you must make an appointment with me and come to the appointment with a typed proposal for your revision.

Accommodations: If you have a verified need for an academic accommodation or materials in alternate media (i.e., Braille, large print, electronic tex, etc.) per the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) or Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act, please contact me as soon as possible. 
Plagiarism: Use of another’s work as though it were your own will not be tolerated. If I should discover that you have plagiarized either a discussion board post or any part of an essay, I will report you to the Dean of Students. You will be suspended from the class and required to meet with the Dean of Students before being allowed to resume the class. If there should be a second offence, you will be dropped from the class and subject to possible expulsion from the college. In the current Reedley College Catalog plagiarism is defined as follows: 
Plagiarism is a specific form of cheating: the use of another’s words or ideas without identifying them as such or giving credit to the source. Plagiarism may include, but is not limited to, failing to provide complete citations and references for all work that draws on the ideas, words, or work of others, failing to identify the contributors to work done in collaboration, submitting duplicate work to be evaluated in different courses without the knowledge and consent of the instructors involved, or failing to observe computer security systems and software copyrights.
