Every human being has the potential to create art.  All you need is instruction: someone to show you the way. If you put the time and effort into the technical practice of the study of art, you will discover something remarkable: YOU can make great art!
Course Description 
In this course, students will learn important drawing skills and techniques to express the various forms in both representation and abstraction. This class will study and practice value, proportion, composition, space, form, balance and movement. The goal of this class is to find creative language in student’s work and develop all studio work through a project method and structure. This class will assist students to organize and clarify the creative thinking process. Student will be guided by class discussions and critiques.  
Learning Objectives 
1. Understand the way of using drawing medium, techniques and relevant vocabulary.

2. Develop drawing skills in both representation and abstraction.

3. Develop language to express creative concept through the drawing process.  

4. Appreciate other’s artwork and demonstrate skill and personal express.
Studio Expectations/ Policies 

· The Classroom is a learning environment and kept free from disruption. Please respect other students and instructor.

· Come to class prepared with art materials, on time, ready to work.

· Work in class for the duration of class time. There will be a Break; 11:15am-11:30pm. You may leave to use the restroom at any time. If you are late from break or leave early for break you will lose all points

· No food during class.
Studio Maintenance

Students are expected to help maintain the studio as a nice place to work.  Please remember to return materials used in class to storage, to wipe off any paint, charcoal, etc. that might have gotten on tables, stools, easels, counters, and sinks.  Remember to throw away all trash; paper products need to be placed in the recycle bins-not the garbage.  Keeping the studio neat for fellow users is both courteous and part of learning to be an artist.  The studio must be left clean at the end of each class.

 At the end of every class, 15 minutes will be set aside to clean up and reorganize the drawing room. This does not mean you leave class at 12:35am, if you do you may lose points.

Attendance 

Attendance is required.  Class discussion of work in progress and other topics are essential elements of the class compelling your presence.  You are expected to arrive on time and work through the entire class period.  Frequent late arrivals or early departures will result in a lower grade for participation. For example, two late arrivals or early departures will be count as one absence.
-Students are responsible adults and if they miss a class, it is assumed they had a good reason to do so. Therefore, I do not distinguish between excused and non-excused absences. 

-A maximum of two absences will be tolerated during the semester. 

-Each absence beyond two will result in the deduction of 20 points from the student’s attendance score.

-If you are late and not counted on the roll sheet, it is your responsibility to inform the instructor. 

-If you decide to drop the course, it is your responsibility to make the drop official in the Administrations and Records office or else possibly receive a grade of F.
Critiques 

In the middle and at the end of this semester, we will have critiques. Critiques are focused opportunities to share intentions, thoughts and to assist students in their development.  The purpose of the critique process is to help each student understand the strengths and weaknesses in his/her work. Attendance and participation are really important. You will receive participation and attendance points.
Late Work

Students are expected to spend a minimum of 9 hours per week on projects inside and outside of class. Some of projects will be checked and graded during the class session.  If the project is not finished during the class session, it will be homework. All projects are due on the specified dates. Late work will be penalized 2 points in total per each late class meeting following the assigned due date.  If you have a crisis or emergency or serious illness, please contact your instructor to make arrangements regarding late work.  All students have the opportunity to re-do work that has been turned in previously for an unsatisfactory grade without penalty.

I suggest that you begin your homework as soon as it is assigned so that you can have the leisure to do a skillful and competent job.  Rushed last minute work is not only generally poor in quality but you will not learn much if you wait until the last minute to do the work.  Plan ahead!

Sketchbook assignment will be given in the middle of this semester. You also can use your sketchbook for taking notes, developing ideas, and responding to critiques.
Cell Phones, iPods, Laptops, etc.
Be respectful and courteous to your instructor and your fellow classmates.  Please take your earbuds out of your ears when I’m addressing the class or you individually.  Many of you have phones that can access the internet. This can be a great resource for inspiration and source material, but NOT a means for copying.  There is a difference between appropriating and stealing imagery.

Student, who does consistently superior work, turns in all work on time, has excellent participation in all class activities, excellent attendance.

80-89%    B=Good Performance.

Student, who does above average work, turns in all work on time, has high interest in class, excellent attendance.

70-79%    C=Satisfactory Performance.

Student, who meets minimum expectations and class requirements, turns in all work in time, excellent attendance.

60-69%    D=Poor Performance.

Student, who does not complete projects on time, has poor work habits or absence.

0-59%      F=Unacceptable Performance.

Student, who meets lowest expectations, does many absences, has disruptive behavior. 

*Adjustment and/or additions may be made to point system if necessary.
Extra Credit
Extra credit is available for this course. A student may submit 2 extra credit assignments throughout the semester, each worth a possible 20 points, for a total of 40 possible points.

To receive extra credit, a student must attend an art exhibition at a museum or gallery and type a one page report. The report must include the location of the exhibit, date visited, title of the exhibit, a discussion of at least one work of art, a response to the overall exhibit.

All works (visual and written) must be the student’s own creation. The Reedley College highly prohibits all kinds of academic dishonesty.  Incidents of cheating and plagiarism may result to a failing grade in the course. Any quotes or paraphrases from source must be properly footnoted.
