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Course Description:  This reading course is one level below English 1A.  It provides instruction and practice in which you’ll develop college-level proficiencies in vocabulary usage and reading comprehension: literal, analytical, and critical.  You’ll also develop and improve your various reading and reporting strategies for different styles of academic writing.  It is a four-unit class offered for a letter grade, but if you wish, you may make arrangements with the administration to take the course Pass No-Pass.  
I’ll make the class as interesting as I can by giving you choices when I can about what you read from a variety of sources. You’ll participate in social activities by sharing your thoughts and opinions about what you have read.  Finally, you’ll discover some personal reading techniques that make reading more meaningful and productive for you.
