Course Description:

This course offers a look at the history and development of the United States Constitution with an emphasis upon notable Supreme Court cases, their logic, and the interpretive reasoning used by the justices in making constitutional judgments.  Concentration on our historic protection of individual rights and the ability of government to limit those prerogatives will also be reviewed.

Student Learning Outcomes:
· Learn to research and analyze case law
· Identify why politics effects the outcome in Supreme Court decisions

· Understanding the future of new legislation as it is shaped around the amendments
· Understand how the Bill of Rights restrict the three components of the criminal justice system while protecting citizens at the same time
· Understand the difference from procedural law and substantive law
Learning Objectives:

· Review and understand the history of the U.S. legal system

· Identify important case law that is a direct result from the amendments

· Understand The Bill of Rights including First, Second, Sixth and Eighth Amendment
· Overview of searches and seizures as it relates to the Fourth Amendment.

Attendance and Tardiness:
