Research Paper and Presentation:

Students will choose a wildlife species that they must research and report on. A well-researched, typed report is due on the day of your presentation (see assignment handout for details). You must include basic natural history (taxonomy, description, habitat requirements, breeding biology, etc.).  Be certain to include a section on how man has affected the species (i.e habitat loss through development, over harvesting).  You will also prepare a 10 minute PowerPoint presentation on your species (see assignment handout for details).

· A list of references must be turned in by Tuesday, February 25 (15 pts)

· A rough draft of the presentation must be turned in Tuesday, March 25 (30 pts)

Your presentation will be given on assigned dates and times to be set by mid semester (100 pts).  Presentations must be given on the established due date.
