Course Objectives

This course will provide skills in mule packing, horseback riding and wilderness etiquette.  Participants will work directly with horses and mules as they learn to handle these animals and perform tasks that are required for wilderness transportation of trail maintenance equipment.   

Attendance


You are expected to attend every class session.  Be in class on time.  Many of our classes will require that you travel to Wonder Valley.  Unless otherwise notified you should be at the class by 2:00 PM and remain until all equipment is stored, animals have been tended to and cleanup is complete.  

Participation will count for 20% of your final grade. Participation points will be deducted for any class that a student misses.  You will have 10 points out of 100 deducted from your attendance grade for each absence.  Packing is a physically demanding skill.  Tasks will be shared, and so students are expected to help each other fairly.

Required Equipment


Students are required to have western boots with smooth soles.  You should not wear wide soles or lug-sole boots while riding because they are difficult to get out of a stirrup.  Long pants that are loose enough for easy movement are essential.  Be prepared for any weather.  Class will be held in all conditions.


It is recommended that you use a riding helmet to protect your head in the event of a fall.  You will be responsible for having you own helmet.

Laboratory Responsibilities


You must help with cleanup at the conclusion of each class.  There is a lot of equipment that must be stored the tack trailer, mules must be returned to pastures, and all manure has to be shoveled and hauled.  If you leave before the work is done you may lose credit for attendance that day.
