Concert Reports: Three (3) written reports of concerts of live music are required of all students. The concerts must be approved by the instructor ahead of time to make sure that they are acceptable. They must be college level or professional. Rock, country and gospel concerts will not qualify. A written review of an approved video/DVD can substitute for  ONE of the required Concert Reports.  Approved videos are on reserve in the Reedley College Library. A  Video report can only replace ONE of the required Concert Reports.  The other two concert reports must be of live concerts.  If the three required concerts reports are submitted prior to their deadlines, a fourth, extra credit concert report may be done at the end of the semester.


1. First Concert Report due no later than 5 p.m.. on Mon., June 23, 2014. 
2. Second Concert Report due no later than 5 p.m.. on Mon., July 7, 2014.
3. Third Concert Report due no later than 5p.m. on Wed., July 30, 2014.
4. Optional (extra credit) Fourth Concert Report due no later than 5pm on Wed., July 30, 2014.

Concert reports must be submitted no later than one week after the concert has taken place..
