The dedailork for each question must
be written neatly on the lines (scratch type warkdt acceptable). Sloppy and incomplete work mall get full credit. List the section
number at the top of each page Each problem should have a question numberaint fof it. If a student choses to repeat a question
multiple times for extra practice, they don’t haeerepeat the work. The answers must be boxedgblighted. Graphs need to be drawn
on graph paper, labeled, titled, and scaled acelyrand neatly using a ruler to get full credito @ive students a chance to purchase a
notebook, students must begin writing and showlhgark starting in Chapter 2. You do not havedantin your work for Chapter 1. Do
not worry about copying the word problem instruetio Students must turn in their homework notebaokshe day of the exams to be
graded. Notebooks will not be accepted |atene of the homework notebooks grades will be dropgal.

Online chapter tests:

Students who do not do well (70% or above) on the first test will have a hard time passing the class. In that case, it is not advisable to take
this class online.

Students must complete the homework and practizehgfiore taking a chapter test. Online testdiared, so pace and time yourself.

In addition, while taking an online test, studeats not allowed to navigate away from the test,imire the screen, or open another
window. If you do so while taking an online tetste system will lock you out and you will be denigckess to complete the rest of the
test. If you are denied access to a test, thefincomplete test will be graded as is

If you encounter technological problems duringsd,tgou will not be given access to it again -yas are allowed access to a test once
Students need to make sure they have a good caomertd do not close their browser or navigate awrsge they begin an online test.

Topics include descriptive measures of central tendency and variability, probability, binomial and normal distributions,
random variables, sampling, estimating, hypothesis testing, correlation and regression.

Analyze discrete and continuous probability distributions.

Explore the basics of sampling theory.

Estimate population parameters through studying confidence intervals.

Examine hypothesis testing for small and large samples and multiple populations.

Determine if a relationship exists between quantitative variables.
