Successful students understand that reading and writing are the lifeblood of educated people.  Strong reading skills are still necessary for success in college, and you have some catching up to.  I’ll provide you with information, activities, and experiences to make this possible.  I’ll make it fun when I can.  Students generally say that this class is not difficult as long as you do your work and don’t get behind.  If you find that this class is difficult for you, get a tutor at the Tutorial Center in the library right away.  

Course Description
This reading course is designed to give you structured practice in developing the reading skills that you need in order to become an independent and successful college reader.  You’ll read nonfiction texts effectively so that you can understand and remember the information in them.  You’ll read fiction books for understanding and remembering, and also to increase your speed and enjoyment of reading.  You’ll improve your vocabulary and word attack skills in order to better understand anything that you read.  It is a four-unit class two levels below English 1A, and it’s offered for a letter grade.  If you wish, you may make arrangements with the administration to take the course Pass/No pass.

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Attendance Policy
I will drop any student with more than 3 absences in the first two weeks or 10 absences before March 13, the final drop date.  Two tardies equal one absence;  two leaving earlies equal one absence.  
Late Work

Being absent does not give you a free pass not to do your homework.  If you are absent, find out what it is, do it and be ready to discuss it or hand it in at the beginning of the next class.  If you miss an in-class quiz, you may not make it up if you were absent.  If  you know ahead of time that you’ll miss a test, make arrangements with me to take it in my office.    
Classroom Behavior
Cell phones and electronic devices must be turned off/muted and put away when class begins.  I do not allow texting or phoning during class.  You may not have your phone where you can see it during class.  If you will not put your phone away, I will ask you to leave.  If you must take an emergency call, step out briefly to do so.  I expect everyone to use appropriate public behavior at all times in my class.  This means no eating, no grooming and no profanity or other disrespect.    
Classroom Use Policies

NO FOOD.  No drinks without lids.  If you can spill it, you may not have it.
Academic Support Services

If you are failing the class by the fifth week, I will require you to get tutoring on campus and to provide me with evidence that you are meeting with that tutor regularly.  If you do not do so, I will drop you at the ninth week.
Academic Integrity 
If I determine that you and another student have shared work, you will both get a 0 on the assignment.  If you plagiarize work from print resources, you will get a 0 on the assignment.  I am required to report you to the Dean of Instruction and the Dean of Student Services, and I will do so.  If a second instance or plagiarism occurs, you will be in danger of failing the class, and the college will take disciplinary action. 
Special Circumstances
It is your responsibility to let me know ASAP if you have a diagnosed learning disability or any other learning situation that needs to be discussed.

I want to help you in any way that I can for you to have a successful semester.
