beat and some syncopation and mixed meter).

accurately perform by clapping or tapping any given rhythmic exercise in one  or two parts using standard notation for the beat and all of its subdivisions (including doublet, triplet, quartolet, and quintuplet) with some     syncopation and use of mixed 
meters.

   C.
notate accurately rhythmic, harmonic and melodic dictation of Level II  
      Difficulty.

D.
notate accurately the soprano and bass lines and identify the chordal function       of a harmonic progression of 4-voice chords.   

E.
aurally recognize and correctly notate and identify the size and quality of all intervals of an octave or less, and the qualities
of triads and seventh chords in all inversions.
