Course Description
This course will cover theories and techniques of public speaking. Course is designed to 

enhance fundamental public speaking skills which include research, organization, reasoning, 

listening and audience demographics. Particular emphasis will be on the logical organization, 

composition and delivery of informative and persuasive speeches. Communication 1 fulfills 

the General Education Requirement in Oral Communication (G.E. Foundation A1). 

(Note: subject advisory eligibility for English 1A)

In the process of completing this course, students will:


1.  Gain communicative competence and confidence as a result of the preparation, 


presentation, and analysis of oral messages. 


2.  Gain an understanding of the communicative process.


3.  Develop skill in informative, persuasive and ceremonial speaking.


4.  Recognize the need for clear and concise organization of ideas.


5.  Use supporting materials effectively.


6.  Analyze and adapt messages to address audience attitudes, needs and 


demographics. 


7.  Recognize the role of culture in the production and management of spoken 


interaction.


8.  Develop skill in extemporaneous speaking, students will present a minimum of 


three speeches in front of an audience. 


9.  Enhance vocal skills (projection, diction, inflection and volume). 


10.  Improve listening skills.


11.  Critique and analyze their own and others students' speeches. 


12.  Utilize practical assignments and exercises that will reinforce the theoretical 


concepts studied in class.

Classroom Deportment
Students must respect the rights of the other students in the class. The exploration of controversial ideas is an essential component of this class. Students who are not respectful will be asked to drop the class.  When presentations are in progress students arriving late are to stay outside until the presentation is complete. Interrupting a presentation for any reason other than a severe emergency is inconsiderate and will not be tolerated. Cell phones should be turned off before coming to class. If a student interrupts a speech for any reason other than a severe emergency (this includes cell phones ringing/buzzing or entering the room during a speech) they will be confronted by the instructor and their speech grade will be lowered one letter grade. Cell phone usage during class will result in a loss of participation points.

The schedule is subject to change at the discretion of the instructor – it is the

responsibility of the student to check on announcements made during any absence.
Late and Missed Assignments
I do not accept late work. I will NOT accept any emailed or handwritten papers. ALL WORK IS DUE AT THE BEGINNING OF THE CLASS – I WILL NOT ACCEPT YOUR WORK IF YOU ARE LATE TO CLASS.
Attendance/Participation: I will drop anyone who misses the first day of class. I will also drop anyone who misses the second day of class. Roll will be taken at each class session at the beginning of class.  Class points/participation can be drastically reduced by absences. Note that all documentation will be verified but just because you provide a note does NOT mean the instructor will excuse your absence.   

Tardies/Leaving Early: If you come in late, be sure you check in with me so you will not be marked absent for the day (after class). Chronic tardiness or leaving early is rude and disruptive and could result in dismissal or a lower grade. Being tardy 2 times or leaving early 2 times (or a combination of the two) equals 1 absence. 

You Will Be Given One “Freebie DAY": Use this for court appearances, school activities, funerals, sickness, doctor(s) appointments, or whatever you like. There will be no penalty in points for using your one Freebie Day. 
***Other than your one "FREEBIE DAY" there are no unexcused absences for any reason. I will subtract 25 points every time you are absent which will be deducted from your overall participation grade at the end of the semester. For example, if you are absent one day out of the semester, I will deduct a total of 25 points. If you miss two days, I will deduct 50 points…three days will equal 75 points…and so on.

NOTE:  I will offer bonus points “Bakers Dozen System” if you attend every class with no absences and zero tardies. Instructions regarding these bonus points will be thoroughly explained the first day of instruction.  Please note that work schedules, lost keys, car trouble, parking trouble, or vacations are not excused absences. If however you know in advance that you will be absent please inform the instructor so that accommodations can be made. 
This Class is Interactive: Participation is vital to the classroom environment. Each student is expected to attend class each day and be prepared to discuss ideas, and participate in class activities. Please come to class prepared to engage in the material.  
Emails: When emailing me (jon.hernandez@scccd.edu), please include a salutation, a body, and a closing. Sometimes students send emails that say things like “When is the test?” I can have up to 250 different students at one time. When you email me, please have a salutation (e.g., Hello Professor H), a body (i.e., the request for comment), and a closing. The closing should have your name, the course name and number. (e.g., Yasmin Guzman, Intercultural Communication, Comm. 164). 
All Documents That I Hand Back to Students: I take great pride in my turnaround time for all assignments. And, as you will see, I provide an extensive amount of feedback. When the semester begins, you are my priority. However, it is not my responsibility to be carrying around your assignments if you miss class. I try my very best to hand back assignments on specified dates, though, be aware that I will throw away your document(s) if you are not in class to physically accept it. Therefore, if you do miss a day of class and I hand back assignments, you must take the responsibility to contact me stating that you would like for me to save your document so I can exchange it to you the very next day of instruction. Otherwise, I will discard the material. 

Question of Ethics (QE’s): These (5) written assignments will be given at random throughout the semester. In addition, I will not post the prompt via Blackboard. Therefore, it is imperative for you to show up to class. NOTE: If you miss a day, there are absolutely no excuses to make up this assignment. This one page (double spaced) assignment will be due at the beginning of our very next class. No late work will be accepted. I will hand QE’s back the next day of class. If you fail to make it to class at this time, just know that you will not be able to receive your physical copy.
Speeches: This class fulfills the ORAL component for the general education requirements –
I take this very seriously. Missing a speech means a zero on the speech, outline, reference page, reflection paper, participation points, audience points and possible extra credit. I do not allow anyone to give their speech on a day other than their assigned date. Do not ask for an extension. If you are unable to present on your assigned date you will be given a 0. Students who are late on their assigned speaking day will NOT be allowed to speak. In addition, students who are not “dressed for success” on the day of their presentation will not be allowed to present. After a student gives their speech they are required to stay until class is dismissed. If you give your speech then leave class early you will be given a zero on that speech. 

Speeches/Mandatory Rubric: Students must print out a copy of the official rubric with their first/last name at the top. In addition, one must fill out which number he/she is speaking on that particular day/evening. For example: if you are presenting first, make sure to label a number one at the top of the page. If you are speaking second, make sure to label a number two at the top of the rubric and so on… Failure to submit the official rubric to me on the day of your assigned speech will result in an automatic “0” for the presenter. Therefore, I highly suggest to print out at least five rubrics and have them with you for the duration of the semester. We will be using this rubric for the Cultural Artifact Speech, Informative Speech, and Persuasive Speeches. 

Outlines:  No one will be allowed to give their speech without giving the instructor their outline on time.  I will not accept emailed papers and do not come to class with your flash drive complaining you were “UNABLE” to print the file. Plan ahead and be responsible for your work. Remember this is college not high school - all submitted papers MUST be typed. Keep in mind any form of plagiarism will not be tolerated.  

Reference Pages: Must be typed and in APA style format. If you do not submit a reference page with your outline you will NOT give a speech. These speeches are to be properly researched with the use of appropriate sources.
Final/Tests:  There will be 3 exams for this course, which includes our final.  All exams will consist of multiple-choice objective questions on material from lectures, readings, and class discussions; material from required readings will be included whether or not discussed in class. Moreover, I will provide a study guide via Blackboard at least one week prior to our test. NOTE: I will hand back all scantrons the day after our test. If you fail to make it to class at this time, just know that you will not be able to receive your physical copy (scantron). I will not answer any questions regarding material the day of test. 
Additional Point Assignments:  In addition to the assignments there will be limited extra 

credit assignments. They will be briefly announced in class (and in class only). It is the student’s responsibility to turn them in by the deadline posted. Extra credit can buffer grades it cannot replace them.  
Just a Note Regarding My Teaching Philosophy: If you are absent do not approach me to ask “what did we do when I was gone?” Each student must assume full responsibility for all notes, assignments or announcements made during class. I cannot and will not re-teach a lesson before or after a class. My power point presentations are for students who come to class – students who are not in class will have to rely on the book or notes from a friend. Just because you miss class when an assignment is given out or when an assignment is due does NOT excuse you or extend the due date. When you are in class it is expected that you are “present” – students who are on their cell phones or sleepy or engaged in private conversations will be told to leave.
