Course Description: 

Quality child care, licensing requirements, and program options in the community are examined. Activities, materials, and interaction appropriate for the child 5 to 12 years in group-care setting. Program planning, curriculum and environmental design.
Course Outcomes: 

Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

· Demonstrate an appreciation for the growing need for quality child care and the unique needs of each community

· Identify the different levels of child care workers and know the requirements of each

· Describe the developmental characteristics and needs of school-age children

· Apply child development theory in an appropriate and meaningful manner

· Demonstrate the effective leadership role of the adult in child care

· Plan, schedule, and evaluate daily and weekly activities in collaboration with the children

· Design an outdoor learning environment that meets licensing standards

· Compile a file of developmentally appropriate outdoor activities for small and large groups of children

· Organize and manage groups of children in a learning activity

Course Objectives: 

In the process of completing this course, students will:

· Recognize the influences of cultural change in our society and its effects on the needs of parents and children

· Become aware of the child care options that exist in communities

· Identify the levels of childcare workers and know the training requirements for each

· Demonstrate a knowledge of all areas of child growth and development theory

· Recognize the importance of the adult role in the socialization process

· Demonstrate competencies in the area of program planning and evaluation

· Analyze the components that contribute to a safe and healthy outdoor learning environment

· Identify developmentally appropriate activities to be used with school age children

· Demonstrate organizational  and group management

Course Details:

1. There are 18 weeks in this semester. The last week is Final’s Week, and we will only meet on one day (Tuesday) during Final’s Week.

2. There are two parts to every course you take: 1) class meetings/discussions and 2) out of class study time. This course is worth 3 units, which means that we will spend 3 hours together each week in class meetings/discussions and YOU should spend 6 hours a week studying the course materials outside of the classroom (study time).
