                                THEORIES OF CHILDHOOD, Mooney, Redleaf Press 

Course Description:  An examination of the underlying theoretical principles of developmentally appropriate practices applied to programs, environments, emphasizing the key role of relationships, constructive adult-child interactions, and teaching strategies in supporting physical, social, creative and intellectual development for children. This course includes a review of the historical roots of early childhood programs and the evolution of the professional practices promoting advocacy, ethics and professional identity. 
Student Outcomes
Upon completion of this course, the student will be able to:

	1. Compare and contrast historical and current early childhood education perspectives, theories, and program types and philosophies

2. Describe the role of the early childhood educator, including ethical conduct and professional pathways
3. Identify quality in early childhood programs related to environment, curriculum, and teaching strategies

	


Assignments/Requirements

Assignments may vary weekly.  This may include written work, individual and group activities, and quizzes. Students are expected to log on at least three times per week given and be prepared and ready to discuss reading assignments

· All assignments must be neat and clearly labeled with student name and date.
· Papers should be double - spaced, 12 point font, one inch margins in an easy to read font.
· Always make a copy of your work.  
· All assignments must be submitted using on the Canvas course site. If you have difficulty with this link you must contact me BEFORE the assignment is due. 
· Late assignments – Students are allowed ONE late assignment.  Late assignments may only be turned in up to 1 week past the due date.  All late assignments must be completed by the end of the 16th week of the semester.  As an online course, you will be required to read and respond to your classmates.

· This class only meets ONLINE.  No face to face time is required. ALL work must be submitted via the class Canvas.  NO work may be turned in directly to the instructor. 
Assignments   (Weekly assignments will be posted on Sunday evenings.  All assignments are due by Sunday at 11:55 pm unless otherwise noted)

1. Online Orientation and Ground Rules – read and comment on orientation presentation and ground rules (Orientation 5 points / Ground Rules 5 points)
2. Introduction/Biography – A written self-portrait of who you are (20 points)

3. Teaching Philosophy Statement – Through the course of the semester you will gain information about the field of child development. You are to create a philosophy statement utilizing information gained and discussed in class.  This assignment will incorporate areas of curriculum, environment, family dynamics, diversity, culture and the teacher’s role.  Details and format may be found under the Assignment area and Module area. (50 points) 
4. Developmental Theorist Assignment:    You will be studying about a variety of early care and education theorists through the semester. You will choose one theorist and research the fundamental vision of the theory. A 1 ½ - 2 page paper and an online presentation will be required.  (40 points – paper & 20 points  - presentation = 60 points)
5. Quizzes – There will be a total of 16 quizzes; one per chapter due at the end of each week. Each multiple choice quiz will be worth 15 points.  The content within the quiz relates to the material in the chapter as well as any additional information added to the learning module.  Make sure you are studying and reading each week.  The quizzes are NOT timed but each must be completed in one sitting. (15 points each)
6. Chapter Assignments – EACH WEEK (unless otherwise stated in that week) there will be a chapter assignments due based on the readings, videos, articles or other content provided for that week.  These chapter assignments will be on one of the chapters for that week. Each assignment will be available on Monday at 8:00 am.  These must be completed and submitted by the end of that week – Sunday by 11:55 pm. You may submit these up to 7 days late however will only receive 50% of the points available.  After 7 days, these assignments WILL NOT be accepted. You will find these in the assignments folder each week.  Some assignments may be reflective in nature and only require your opinion or thoughts.  Other assignments will be more in depth and require more research a “work” to finish completely. Whether the assignment requires 15 minutes or an hour to complete, it is worth 15 points and it is expected that you put equal thought and effort into each assignment regardless of the time commitment.  Typically to receive the 15 points it is expected to see reference to reading for the week (especially if I state “using research presented in the text”.) If the prompt for an assignment indicates it needs to be one full page to receive credit it must be one full page. (15 points each)
7. Class Discussions – You will have 16 opportunities to participate in class discussions by utilizing the discussion board on Canvas.  Each tab will have a discussion listed which correspond to the chapter or chapters that week or information that has been shared in class.  Each discussion post is worth 10 points (6 for posting and 4 for replying to at least two others.  This must be completed by Sunday at 11:55 pm in order to receive credit.  No late discussion board posts will be accepted. You will be placed in to small groups after week 3 of the semester. You only need to post/reply in these small groups.   
(10 points each).
