Course Objective:

This course will provide field experience in performance of forestry technician skills at the College Forest.  You should perform the work as though this is a job.  The instructors observe your performance in order to recommend you for summer employment.  And, Reedley College students have proudly served a very important function at the Sequoia Lake forest for many years.  You will have an opportunity to continue that tradition.
The primary objective is to expose students to a realistic work environment.  Secondary objectives include:

· Learn to accomplish tasks in a safe and professional manner under forest conditions.

· Develop new work skills and strengthen established ones.

· Develop and strengthen the teamwork approach to a crew work setting.

· Accomplish physical and technical forestry projects that enhance the environmental condition of our school forest and accomplish the goals of the Sequoia Lake YMCA.

· Help meet and further advance our agreement with the Sequoia Lake YMCA to provide meaningful, realistic forestry work projects in a realistic career setting

· To advance the concepts of leadership and professionalism.

· To develop skills in environmental awareness.

WARNING
There may be bees, snakes, rodents, and other wild animals in and around the work area.  The ground will be uneven and obstacles will make foot travel challenging. Forestry equipment and crew work poses risk of injury. Students should be cautious at all times.  Immediately report all accidents and injuries to an instructor. If you are allergic to bees, or have other medical concerns please tell an instructor at the beginning of the day.  You may refuse to perform any action that you believe will unduly endanger you.  Do not risk injury of yourself or other people.  If you believe the work is unsafe please discuss the situation with an instructor.

Personal Protective Equipment (PPE):

All personal protective equipment is the responsibility of each student and the student may not participate in the course without this equipment. PPE consists of Leather Boots (at least 8 inches high), hard hat, gloves, goggles (safety glasses).   Have these ready to show at roll call each morning.

Required Items To Bring:

· PPE - Leather Boots (at least 8 inches high), hard hat, gloves, goggles (safety glasses), Long Pants, Long Sleeve Shirt (have these on or ready to show at roll call Thursday morning).

· Water Hydration Pack or hands free water bottles (at least 2 quarts and full at morning roll call)

· Personal medication (e.g. Benadryl®, Advil®, or Asprin) 

Additional (Highly Recommended) Items

· Day pack with water container

· Sunglasses

· Coat

· Rain gear 

Food:

Breakfast should be eaten before arriving for roll call on work days.  Students should have a sack lunch for Thursday and Friday.  No other food will be provided.

Required Attendance:

Students must be present and participate in the entire course including in order to receive credit.  If you miss any part of the course you will not receive credit. 
Transportation: Transportation will be provided. No student vehicles will be allowed unless approved by RC administrators at least 10 days prior to the trip, and there must be extenuating circumstances approved be the instructor.  Students who report directly to the College Forest and Sequoia Lake will be dropped from the course.
Field Trip Regulations

During these field courses, all college policies will apply just as if you were at Reedley College.

· There will be NO USE OF DRUGS OR ALCOHOL during the field trip.  This is a zero tolerance policy and any deviation may result in expulsion from College.

· There will be no smoking allowed in any work area, except in designated areas and times, and with extreme caution.

· Proper field clothes (gloves, hard hat and boots, long pants and long-sleeved shirt) will be worn.  Bring your own.

· Students must be present for the entire session to receive a grade.

· Students are responsible to have all food.  No food will be provided by the College.

· If you are sick or injure yourself ... NOTIFY AN INSTRUCTOR IMMEDIATELY.

· Do not use profane or discourteous language.

· Use two-way radios only when essential for work tasks or safety and follow proper etiquette.

· Mature, appropriate behavior is expected of everyone throughout the day and night.

· You cannot drive your own vehicle without proper approval two weeks in advance

· When you return to the college you will stay to unload and properly store all equipment.  Your responsibilities for this class are not over until this entire task is completed.

General Work Standards

We are proud of our Forestry and Natural Resources Technology program here at Reedley College. Our expectations are for students to meet the following standards:

 1. Our school forest is a unique and beautiful property; therefore, always treat it with respect.  Pick up any trash you may find anywhere.

 2. Students will observe all safety rules at all times.

 3. Student will not be allowed to participate in the workday unless they have proper work clothes (long sleeved shirt, long pants, hard hat, leather work gloves, and proper laced boots with lug soles).  Be prepared to show that you have these items as you board the bus for departure.,

 4. During the work period, students will stay with their assigned crews unless given permission to do otherwise by the supervisor.

 5. Students must be present, on time, for all activities listed in this syllabus.  Breaks will be determined by the supervisor, however, each person can rest when necessary. 
 6.  Restroom facilities will be available during the workday, however your restrooms may be a long distance from the work sites.  Plan your restroom needs in advance and coordinate with your supervisor for this need.
 7. All tools, equipment, and materials assigned to crews will be returned to the tool truck at day’s end.  Work sites will be cleaned up before leaving the job site.

 8. Crew supervisors are responsible for maintenance of tools and equipment at the conclusion of the workday.

 9. Chainsaws will be cleaned, dull chains replaced with sharp ones, and damaged or defective saws and tools tagged for repair, etc.  Dull chains will be put into orange cans provided.

 10. Students using power pruners, chainsaws, the wood chipper, or conducting any activity, which could injure the eyes or ears, will wear safety glasses or screen goggles and ear protection and chaps.  NO EXCEPTIONS.  Do not use equipment unless you have received safety training.  You may refuse to operate equipment if you believe you will be injured.
 11. Crew leaders are responsible for the correct disposition of all tools, equipment, and materials used for their respective projects, and communication with instructors.  Do not allow or encourage anyone to perform tasks that are likely to cause personal injury to themselves or other people.
