I. Course Description
This course will explore various aspects of Deaf Culture and the Deaf Community. Students will critically discuss, analyze, and demonstrate understanding about the cultural values, traditions, rules of interaction, language, identity, and history of the Deaf Community. Students will develop understanding about working in professions with Deaf members of the community and the technological advances which support members of the Deaf Community. ASL proficiency not required for this course. 

II. Course Objectives 
1. Describe and classify the various professions with Deaf people.
2. Compare/contrast technological advances before and after the American Disabilities Act.
3. Identify and produce comprehension of the norms, traditions, and values of Deaf Culture by a presentation in class.
4. Compare and contrast American Deaf Culture with various cultures.
5. Develop an understanding of the evolution of the Deaf Community and their historical contributions to society.
6. Analyze and differentiate the pathological views of Deaf Culture compared to the cultural views of Deaf Culture.
7. Demonstrate an understanding of how Deaf Community members view themselves.
8. Identify the various perceptions of Deaf people in specific literature, media, and within organizational structures.
