Course Description: An examination of the underlying theoretical principles of
developmentally appropriate practices applied to programs, environments, emphasizing the key
role of relationships, constructive adult-child interactions, and teaching strategies in supporting
physical, social, creative and intellectual development for children. This course includes a review
of the historical roots of early childhood programs and the evolution of the professional practices
promoting advocacy, ethics and professional identity.

1. Compare and contrast historical and current early childhood education perspectives,
theories, and program types and philosophies (Met through textbook readings, lecture
content, exams, theory board assignment and emerging philosophy).

2. Describe the role of the early childhood educator, including ethical conduct and
professional pathways (Met through textbook readings, lecture content, exams, career
pathways poster, education and career plan, and emerging philosophy).

3. Identify quality in early childhood programs related to environment, curriculum, and
teaching strategies (Met through textbook readings, lecture content, exams, emerging
philosophy, and in-class activities).

Teaching Goal Paper
You will be required to research and write a paper on the type of teacher you want to
become. We will discuss the details of this assignment in class. This paper is worth 50 points.

Online Chapter Exams:

You will be required to complete 14 exams related to the Who Am I in the Lives of
Children textbook chapters. These exams are completely on Canvas. Each is worth 10 points
and all of the exams will earn you 140 points toward your final grade. All exams are due
ON the due dates. Reminders will not be given in class. It is your responsibility to
remember and complete these exams on the due dates. Late exams are not accepted.
