Course Description:
This course examines the history and development of the United States Constitution and places particular emphasis on how the document informs Supreme Court cases. More specifically, the course analyzes the interpretive reasoning utilized by Supreme Courts Justices in making constitutionally based decisions. In addition, there is a concentration on the historic protection of individual rights contrasted with the inherent power of the government.

	Upon completion of this course, students will be able to: 

	1. Relate the history and content of the United States Constitution.

2. Describe the historical role of the United States Supreme Court.

3. Demonstrate knowledge and appreciation for the leading cases of the United States Supreme Court.

4. Distinguish between the judicial philosophies which have characterized individual justices and the impact of the changing composition of the Court has had on the privileges and protections which the United States Constitution affords. 

5. Appraise the reasoning of the Supreme Court on issues of individual rights.

2. Connect the importance of the Magna Carta to the Declaration of Independence.

3. Distinguish between the balance of powers in the American Government.

4. Appraise the Bill of Rights as it relates to the United States Constitution.

5. Relate how the United States Constitution ensures individual liberty.

6. Summarize why American law is said to be a living law.

7. Illustrate the difference between the adult and juvenile justice systems.

8. Understand the jurisdiction of the Supreme Court of the United States.

9. Identify how the Supreme Court Justices receive their appointments.

10. Translate what a legal citation is from legal language to lay understanding.

11. Discuss how a case brief is constructed and complete an assigned case brief.

12. Review particular significant cases decided by the United States Supreme Court.

13. Analyze the First amendment to the United States Constitution. 

14. Analyze the Second amendment to the United States Constitution. 

15. Analyze the Fourth amendment to the United States Constitution. 

16. Discuss the difference between constitutional seizures and constitutional searches.

17. Analyze the Fifth Amendment to the United States Constitution. 

18. Analyze the Sixth amendment to the United States Constitution. 

19. Analyze the Eight amendment to the United States Constitution. 

20. Discuss the remaining amendments to the United States Constitution and their role in the criminal justice system. 


Attendance and Tardiness:
