· Students who successfully complete this course will be prepared for ESL 264LS or            ESL 364LS.

SUBJECT PREREQUSITES: Successful completion of ESL 260 or appropriate multiple-measure placement by a counselor, which includes score on approved ESL placement test.









COURSE OBJECTIVES: In the process of completing this course, students will:
A. listen to beginning materials on familiar topics from a variety of sources
B. listen and identify global and discrete meaning
C. converse on everyday social and familiar topics
D. identify and use grammatical structures found in oral English
E. identify and use patterns of intonation and pronunciation
F. develop content, organization, and coherence to communicate effectively in an oral presentation
G. Use software applications for language learning
