Sketchbook  
Brainstorming, Ideation and refinement of concepts will be done in your sketchbook. Bring your sketchbook to every session. Not being prepared with your sketchbook every session will result in a lowering your grade. We need our tools to do great work!

	
GRADING: Final grades are earned. They reflect the amount of energy, effort and thought you put into class, your work and yourself. All work is graded on a 100-point scale:

 and is weighted in the following way: 
1. Class Work 50% 
2.  Final Drawing 20%

 Effort = Evidence of effort, concentration and thinking in class exercises. This includes making mistakes, using your imagination, taking risks and not giving up. A subjective assessment is a part of this aspect of your grade.

C  = Basic understanding  
D  = Basic understanding –
 F   = Punitive, Not turning work in, consistently disrespectful/disinterested behavior, etc. 

Intermediate Drawing students will build on what they learned in Art 7 with an emphasis in applying design principles effectively and creating engaging imagery compositionally regardless of drawing medium.
Materials:
Art 17 students will create the following drawings in the first portion of the semester:
1. Still life
2. Landscape
3. Figurative


Still life 

Must be created in charcoal (charcoal pencil, vine and compressed) White chalk or pastel
 Size:  18x24” newsprint paper
This drawing will be created from life in the studio during class so bring objects described below from home and set them up on a piece of cardboard or Masonite board so you can pull out the set up each session)
Must have the following elements:

Transparent cylinder (glass jar)
Ceramic cylinder (cup)
Cube
Natural (living) element (pinecone, leaf, stem, twig, flower)
White Cone (make a cone shape out of white paper)
Piece of fabric with graphic pattern (visual texture)
Students will research online and select their favorite still life image created by a well -known artist (can be a painting or drawing). 
Write a one -page summary of the selected work addressing the following:
1. Contrast
2. Visual texture
3. Half tones
4. Reflected light
5. highlight





































Landscape:

Students will take a photograph to work from 
Must have the following elements:

       1. Create preliminary composition (thumbnails) 
       2. Intensity of light in relation to shadow
3. Relationship of value to all adjacent tones
4. anatomical accuracy 
5 figure is to be drawn on medium grey toned paper 
6. Figure is to be at least 10” tall in composition
7. Visual texture (pattern) must be included in composition
8. Dramatic lighting (light source must be close to figure)
