Attendance/Participation:

Regular attendance is required.  Tardiness counts against your grade and 2 will be counted equivalent to an absence.  If you are ill, call 638-3641 Ext 3281 to get the assignments missed, to be turned in upon your return.  If you expect to be out more than 3 days, call the instructor.  Attendance/participation along with your homework will consist of approximately 25% of your grade.  If you are absent and wish to make-up on/or before the Friday following your return to class.  If you arrive after roll has been taken, be sure to let the instructor know so that the absence marked can be changed to a tardy the same day, otherwise it will be counted as an absence.  Students are expected to speak Spanish only to develop fluency skills, otherwise points may be deducted.  No late homework will be accepted, it must be ready when class begins.

This will also show how well the student can write and use proper grammar in Spanish.  There may be dictation as well as oral tests.  A final exam will also be given to determine how well the student has mastered the lesson studies up to that point.  The final will be oral and written or the student may have the choice of doing a project to be presented orally on the evening of the cultural activity dinner.

If you cannot take a test on your regularly schedule hour, be sure to make prior arrangements with the instructor.  If not taken by the end of the following week you will receive 0 points= an “f” for the test.  You may not wait more than one week to take a test that was missed (limit 1).
