PREREQUISITES: Successful completion of ESL 265LS Low-Intermediate Listening and Speaking or placement into ESL 266 level.

COURSE DESCRIPTION: ESL 266LS is a listening and speaking course designed for speakers of other languages who want to develop oral language skills at the intermediate level. This course may be taken concurrently with other ESL 266 or 366 level courses. ESL 266LS is three levels below English 1A.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:

1. listen to intermediate materials on academic topics from a variety of sources.
2. listen and identify global and discrete meaning.
3. converse on academic topics.
4. identify and use patterns of intonation and pronunciation.

1. listen and understand spoken English at the intermediate level.
2. communicate orally at the intermediate level.
