Course Objectives

This course will provide an introduction to techniques used by forest recreation technicians. Public and private recreation lands will be studied with reference to the performance of technical tasks necessary for visitor enjoyment and resource conservation.  Instruction in planning, construction, and maintenance of facilities and transportation routes will be given.  National wilderness, dispersed and developed recreation, water-oriented recreation, and other common outdoor recreational activities will be studied.  Field trips to public and private facilities will be an integral part of the class.

Required Equipment

Attendance


You are expected to attend every class session. Transportation cannot safely be provided by college van.  You should arrange to provide you own transportation to laboratory class meeting at the RC Forest or other locations.
