Course Objectives

This course is typically taken as a field experience internship for forestry and natural resources students at Reedley College.  Students who are participating in a Reedley College internship will be monitored and advised through this class.  Documentation of work progress will be provided to the instructor by the student and the work supervisor.  The student will learn specific and general career skills in preparation for more advanced responsibilities upon completion of the educational program.  The student must be employed or serving as a volunteer with an entity which is approved by the instructor.  The employer must agree to participate in this internship, provide appropriate skills instruction and supervision, and submit a performance evaluation to the college by the conclusion of this course.
Attendance
Units are variable from one to four.  For each unit the student must complete a minimum of 75 paid or 60 volunteer hours at an official work location while performing tasks that meet the objectives of the employer.

· YOU ARE REQUIRED TO ACCESS CANVAS for documents and to submit mid-season reports.

· Fill in your pay period work hours document weekly.

· Meet with your supervisor immediately at the beginning of the summer and fill out the work objectives document (if provided by the instructor). 
· Prior to the end of the semester, have your supervisor rate your performance using the evaluation form.   Send or deliver all three completed forms to your assigned college instructor two weeks prior to the end of the semester.
An instructor will visit you and your supervisor, or will be in contact with you if a face-to-face meeting is not practical.  You should notify that teacher of your work schedule and telephone number for your duty station.  You may call, write, or send email.  Please establish and maintain communication with your instructor throughout the season.  Remember, your completed documents must be received by a Reedley College instructor by two weeks prior to the end of the semester in order for a grade to be assigned.  You might not be able to apply for grants or have registration fees waived if a grade is not submitted.
