Journal Article Review — Find and review any article pertaining to families and

children in the community. This article may be from the newspaper, early childhood
publications, web articles, magazines, or text books. Write a FULL one-page summary of
the article including if you agree. Attach a copy of the article to your paper. (20 points) DUE

Community Resource — Research and write a one page report on one community
resources that support children and families. (30 points) DUE BY 2/28

Two quizzes - Quiz # 1 will cover the first half of the semester and quiz two the second %2
of the semester.

10. Socialization Report — Your final exam will be based on a completed socialization
