TEXTBOOK: Essentials of Sociology: A Down-to-Earth Approach, by James M. Henslin.  

DESCRIPTION: Sociology 1A promotes the understanding of society and how it works.  It also examines how society affects individuals and how individuals affect society.  Major topics include: culture, socialization, race & ethnicity, sex & gender, deviance, marriage & family, education, social interaction, social problems, and social change.    

OBJECTIVES: Sociology 1A is structured to provide students with workable knowledge regarding theoretical perspectives and basic concepts from sociology.  The class is designed to promote discussion and to provide students with the opportunity to use the concepts explored in the classroom.  A major goal is to get students to understand and recognize the basic theories and principles underlying human social behavior.

Innovative and creative ideas and/or methods are encouraged. Points based on content (critical analysis of material) and appearance (grammar, spelling, organization). [Always keep a copy] 

Basically, you will be conducting PRIMARY and SECONDARY research.  

You will need to use at least 3 credible secondary sources (articles need to be from EBSCOHOST; PDF format), not including your class textbook.  For primary sources, you can choose participant observation, or if conducting interviews, at least 2, or if conducting a survey at least 30 people.  A hand-out explaining the assignment more in detail will be distributed later in the semester.
