COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course presents the fundamentals of public speaking theories and techniques to enhance public speaking skills. Particular emphasis will be on the organization and criticism of public discourse. This will be achieved through research, reasoning, presentations, and the evaluation of various types of speeches which include informative and persuasive speeches. ADVISORIES: English 1A or 1AH. (A, CSU-GE, UC, I) (C-ID COMM 110)

2. Explain the principles of human communication by critically evaluating public speeches through constructive critique and self-analysis.
3. Utilize organizational patterns and research materials that incorporate sufficient, credible, and relevant evidence.

COURSE OBJECTIVES
In the process of completing this course, students will: 
1. Analyze and adapt messages to address audience attitudes, needs and demographics. 

2. Develop skill in informative, persuasive and ceremonial speaking. 

3. Recognize the role of culture in the production and management of spoken interaction. 

4. Present a variety of speeches and will be expected to present for approximately 25 minutes each during the course of the semester. 

5. Gain an understanding of the communicative process. 

6. Use supporting materials effectively. 

7. Develop skill in extemporaneous speaking, students will present a minimum of three graded speeches in front of an audience. 

8. Improve listening skills. 

9. Recognize the need for clear and concise organization of ideas. 

10. Gain communicative competence and confidence as a result of the preparation, presentation, and analysis of oral messages. 

11. Utilize practical assignments and exercises that will reinforce the theoretical concepts studied in class. 

12. Enhance vocal skills (projection, diction, inflection and volume). 

13. Critique and analyze their own and other speeches. 

COURSE REQUIREMENTS
Attendance

Peer Evaluations

There are a total of four presentations.  For the 1st Informative Speech, you will pick five speakers (not the ones who presented the same day/night as you) and write a one page paper on each speech (5) critiquing their presentation.  For the 2nd Informative Speech, you will pick five speakers (not the ones who presented the same day/night as you) and write a one page paper on each speech (5) critiquing their presentation, and for the Persuasive Speech, you will pick five speakers (not the ones who presented the same day/night as you) and write a one page paper on each speech (5) critiquing their presentation.  All of the three types of speeches will be recorded and placed in Canvas in the appropriate, weekly Module .  Then for the recorded Ceremonial Speech you will comment only on the presentations where you were picked as the "winner" by clicking on the reply.  A non-response when your speech was chosen means you did not watch the recordings.  If you do not respond, you will lose the 50 points.  If your speech was not picked by any of your classmates, then it will be assumed you watched and that is why you did not respond.  You will still earn 50 points.
