This is a 6 week accelerated summer course!
Course description:  This class will examine the many ways that psychology professionals discuss and explain human behavior and mental processes.  Lectures, activities, discussions and assignments are designed to help you explore and understand this complex field of study. You are encouraged and expected to be a participant in the teaching process by being involved in class activities and exercises.  The exams will contain some things that are discussed in lecture but not in the text, and some things that are discussed in the text but not in the lectures.  Both class attendance and the assigned reading are very important for doing well in the class.  
Course  outcomes  are as follows:

Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

A.
explain the nature and origin of the empirical field of Psychology.
B.
describe the relationship between historical figures and appropriate psychological theories.
C.
identify psychological concepts relating to the nervous system, sensory and perceptual processes, states of consciousness, learning ability, memory, motivation and emotion, human development, personality, and stress management.
D.
explain human behavior throughout the lifespan, biologically, behaviorally, cognitively, humanistically, psychologically, and culturally.
E.
demonstrate knowledge of the empirical data related to the aforementioned concepts.
F.
demonstrate knowledge of basic research methodology.
G.
identify future directions in psychological research.

H.
explain the impact of cultural issues in the formation of psychological concepts.

Course Requirements:   Important!!
1.  Homework -  will be assigned for each chapter.  Chapter homework will consist of:

a.  defining ALL key terms, 

b.  answering the Journey questions listed for each chapter in short essay form.

Both of these assignments are required for each chapter.  All homework will be turned in via Canvas, and detailed instructions will be posted for each of these assignments under the Chapter 1 instructions.  Instructions are the same for every chapter.    

2. Discussions – prompts will be given for each chapter.  Some chapters will have multiple prompts.  Students are expected to give an initial response for each prompt and then comment on at least 3 of your classmates responses (for full points.)
3.  Exam – Due to the accelerated pace of this class, as well as the short duration, we will not be taking a midterm, just a FINAL at the end of the session.  The due date is listed under the assignment on the assignments page.
Exams:  All students must take the final exam in order to pass the course and no make-up exams will be allowed for the final exam.
Term paper:  This assignment has been modified for the summer session.   This assignment will be due Friday, July 23, 2021.
1. Subject:  Pick a topic that lies in the area of psychology.  Check the topic with me, PLEASE!   Possible topics include ANYTHING THAT INTERESTS YOU! If you're not sure that a topic is appropriate (or possible), be sure to discuss it with me before writing the paper.  My advice:  Choose a topic that really interests you!!  It will completely change your writing experience!!
2. Length/format: 2 pages of text, MLA or APA format, normal margins, double-spaced, 12-point font, not including title and reference page.  

3. References/citations page: Cite at least 3 sources in the appropriate format (either APA or MLA).   
4. Triple check your paper for grammatical and spelling errors because those elements will be considered, with content and originality, in the evaluation of the assignment.  
Extra Credit:  There will be no extra credit work available for this summer course.
Contacting me:  My preferred way for you to communicate with me is through the Canvas messaging system.  I have also listed my both of my email addresses.  Please do not expect an immediate answer, as I work most of each day.  I will answer each email to the best of my ability.  You may also see me at the beginning and end of each class session.  If you need more time, we can set up a time and place to meet on campus.
