Course Description:

This course examines the progression of development in the physical, cognitive, social, and emotional
domains and identifies developmental milestones for children from conception through adolescence.
Emphasis on interactions between biological processes and environmental factors. Students will observe
children, evaluate individual differences, and analyze characteristics of development at various stages
according to developmental theories.
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Student Learning “Objectives”:
All course materials and discussions are based on these objectives:
1. Explain children’s development from conception through adolescence in the physical, social,
emotional, and cognitive domains.
2. Describe cultural, economic, political, and historical contexts that impact children’s development.
3. Apply knowledge of development and major theoretical frameworks to child observations.

Required Text:

e This is an Zero Textbook Cost (ZTC) course and the textbook will be provided to you as a file that
you download and view from your device. It is provided to you for free!

Course Details:

1. There are 18 weeks in this semester. The last week is Final’s Week. The module for final's week
contains the final essays, but no readings.

2. There are two parts to every online course you take: 1) online Canvas modules and assignments and
2) off-line study time and completion of assignments. This course is worth 3 units, which means that
you should expect spend between 6 - 9 hours a week working on this course both on- and off-line.

3. Canvas:

1. *Itis highly recommended that you access the assignments through the weekly modules on
Canvas. You will miss important information for completing the assignments if you skip
reading through the modules. DO NOT TAKE THIS LIGHTLY! Failure to complete an
assignment correctly because you missed important information in the module WILL result
in a lower grade.

2. All of the course information to help you master this course can be accessed on Canvas.

3. If you do not have a home computer or device for accessing Canvas, you need to contact the
technology department at 559-637-2555. The College has a limited number of laptops and
accessories available to loan to students.

4. There is a difference between Canvas using a browser and the Canvas App.

1. The app may not show all of the photos that accompany the Canvas pages.

2. The app may not provide spell check or may auto-correct what you’re typing. Once your work
is submitted it is considered a complete and final draft. Points will be deducted for incorrect
spelling, improper grammar and text-writing. If you struggle with these areas, then please use
a computer to spell-check and proofread your work before submitting it.

Attendance Policy:
Attendance is taken in class at the beginning of every class meeting. You must be in the classroom when
roll is taken to be counted as present. If you miss class or arrive late, you will be marked as absent.

Late Work Policy:
All assignments should be turned in on or before the listed due date. Late work will only be worth half
points regardless of how late the assignment is turned in.

Observations: You will have a total of 7 observations to complete during this semester. These
observations require you to examine your own development or watch a video of a child. You will write
about these observations on Canvas. These observations are worth 30 points each.

Final Essays: There are 3 final essays worth 30 points each. These essays covers all of the materials and
discussions from the course and are due on Canvas during the final week of the summer session.
