Catalog Description:

A course intended for students who enjoy reading and writing poetry. In this course, students will study poems by professional writers and fellow students and use what they learn to write their own original poetry. The strongest poems written in this class are often recommended for publication in Reedley College's literature journal, Symmetry.

7. Read/examine professional models from the standpoint of craft

8. Respond (offer constructive criticism and praise) with sensitivity to others’ literary efforts

Required Readings:
Throughout the semester, I will post readings on Canvas. When these readings are available, I will post announcements. Please download and print these readings so that you can read and study them and follow them during lectures. You will not be required to purchase textbooks for this class. 
Getting Your Poems Published:

Each year, Reedley College publishes Symmetry. Symmetry is a literature journal that showcases the best essays, creative nonfiction, short stories, and poems written by Reedley College students. This semester, I will pick the best poems written for our class and publish them in Symmetry. This is also a chance for you to share your work with an audience.

Format for All Assignments: 

PLEASE NOTE THE FOLLOWING MLA Guidelines (poems that do not follow these MLA guidelines may not be accepted)…Poems must be typed in Times New Roman. Font must be size 12. Print quality must be clear and black. Double space all work. Do not bold face the font. Do not use inappropriate capitalization. Do not use unnecessary italics. Do not center justify your poem. One inch margins top, bottom. Last name, page number in upper right-hand corner. One inch margins left, right. In the top left-hand corner of the first page, type the following pieces of information:

Semester Grading and Assignments:

This semester, you are going to introduce yourself to the class (10 points), write 4 poems (100 points each), and revise one of them for your final exam (100) points. In addition, you will have 10 discussion board threads, and your participation on each of these threads is worth 4 points. You will be graded based on your ability to demonstrate knowledge of our texts and lectures, on your ability to show knowledge of craft, on your ability to use basic writing skills, on your ability to demonstrate well-written sentences, and on your ability to follow directions.

Extra Credit:

Extra credit may be offered during the semester. When you turn it in, I will put it in my extra credit folder. At the end of the semester, I will calculate final grades; if you have earned a “C” or higher because of how you have done on the required course work, I will then add your extra credit to your final grade. Thus, the extra credit will not raise your grade from an “F” or a “D” to a “C.” It can, however, raise your final grade from a “C” to a “B” or from a “B” to an “A.”

Office Hours and Course Communication

During these hours, I will sit and respond to general questions on the syllabus, readings, lectures, and assignments. 2. If you have personal issues to discuss with me, such as health concerns, family, work, or a personal emergency, please feel free to email me 24 hours a day. I will do my best to respond during my next scheduled office hour.

Dropping and Attendance

1. To avoid being dropped from the course, you must complete your first two assignments of the semester. If you do not complete these assignments, you will be dropped from the course. If you wish to drop yourself from the course, you must do so before the official Reedley College drop deadline, which is March 11 at 5:00pm via Web Advisor. Thank you.

2. Attendance will be taken regularly. Each time you submit an assignment, you will be considered present. If you do not submit an assignment, you will be considered absent. If you submit an assignment late, you will still be marked present.

Late Work

1. Late work will be accepted without penalty if you have a documentable excuse that I am willing to consider. Contact me in advance of a deadline or immediately after a deadline (in the event of a medical emergency) and send me documentation via email. In the past, I have accepted late work with documentation and applied no penalty for issues such as court appearances, required training for members of the military, and for medical emergencies that involve yourself or an immediate family member. Please do your best to contact me in advance if you believe you have a documentable excuse that you would like to discuss with me. Please be advised that I do not simply accept all documented excuses.

2. Late work that is not justified with a documented excuse will be accepted with a 10-point deduction each day they are late. You may submit an assignment up to five days late.
3. PLEASE NOTE: The final will not be accepted late and must be completed within the posting dates. In rare cases, a medical emergency may justify a make-up assignment.

4. Please remember that the application of these policies is up to my discretion as your professor.

Academic Behavior and the Discussion Board

1. You must maintain a respectful tone with me and each other on the discussion board. When I read your posts, I expect to see proper English. Not capitalizing “I” when it is a first-person pronoun, for example, is not proper English. The language used to write text messages is definitely not proper English. Students who fail to maintain a respectful tone may be dropped from the course—consider yourselves warned. When posting a message addressed to me, format it like this…

Your message….Thank you.

Academic Behavior and Email Correspondence

1. If you send me an email, begin with “Dear Professor. Dominguez” and end with “Thank you” and “Sincerely, [your name].”  Emails must show proper English. Emails written informally will be ignored. Here is a properly written email:
Dear Mr. Dominguez,
May I have your feedback on my poem, especially concrete imagery? I have attached it to my email. I’m worried that it may not address the writing prompt. Thank you.

2. Here is an email I will ignore:

hey guy check out my work and tell me whats wrong let me no b/c i need to finish for ur assignment.
3. Maintaining a respectful tone is about appreciating the academic environment. I suggest you follow these guidelines when communicating with all of your professors.
