DESCRIPTION:  Welding Assistance   0.5 - 2 Units   27-108 hours

This course is intended for students requiring help with welding techniques. The course will provide intensive assistance in welding concepts and procedures. Students will develop, improve, and refine welding skills through guided practice in a lab setting. 

I.  EXPECTED OUTCOMES:

1. Use welding terminology to clearly communicate welding concepts. 

2. Perform fusion welds, brazing and soldering on plate and tubing with the oxy-fuel process. 

3. Apply proper fusion welding techniques on plate with the SMAW and GMAW processes in the      flat and horizontal positions.
