COURSE DESCRIPTION: This course involves Baseball training, skill development, 
knowledge, strategy, and appreciation.  Intended for students with Varsity High School 
experience (or equivalent) who are preparing for competitive Intercollegiate 
Baseball.  Class has possibility of Hybrid format for fundamental and Baseball 
philosophy information. 

COURSE OBJECTIVE: This course is designed for students to use proper and safe 
practice drills, demonstrate proper techniques related to specific positions, demonstrate 
a basic knowledge of teamwork, and understand the rules and policies determined by 
the Commission on Athletics and the Head Baseball Coach/Instructor. 

COURSE OUTCOMES: Students will be able to assess their own skill levels within the 
context of intercollegiate baseball. Students will be able to plan, implement, and practice 
appropriate Baseball drills that promote improved levels of performance during Non-
Traditional Intercollegiate Baseball season.
