Course Description
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Social Problems (RC 1B) | Online-Asynchronous

This course will discuss contemporary social problems in society. The course reviews various explanation
of causes, consequences and possible solutions for contemporary sociological issues using theoretical
perspectives. The course applies critical thinking skills using inductive and deductive reasoning to analyze
and discuss the issues while strengthening social awareness.

Place local, regional, and national social problems in a global context.

Identify and distinguish between causes and consequences of social problems.

Analyze social problems using sociological approaches and concepts.

Analyze and interpret qualitative and quantitative information about social problems.
Identify and evaluate policies that address social problems and assess the policies' impact on
society.
