COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course presents the fundamentals of public speaking theories and techniques to enhance public speaking skills. Particular emphasis will be on the organization and criticism of public discourse. This will be achieved through research, reasoning, presentations, and the evaluation of various types of speeches which include informative and persuasive speeches. ADVISORIES: English 1A or 1AH. (A, CSU-GE, UC, I) (C-ID COMM 110)

Outlines:

No one will be allowed to give their speech without uploading an outline on the day/night you are schedule to present.  Speech recordings will not be graded until an outline is submitted in Canvas in the appropriate Module.

Late Speech Presentations:
You can make-up speeches with a deduction of half letter grade per time you miss presenting your speech; first time, half a letter grade, second time a full letter grade, third time a letter grade and a half, and so on.  In addition, if you have not presented your speech (ex: 1st Informative) before the next round of speeches (ex: 2nd Informative), you will receive zero for the assignment.

Peer Evaluations

Provide feedback for the student speakers:

1) For the Autobiographical speech, you will write a paragraph for each speaker explaining what you learned about each of them.  Use Word document and submit in Canvas in the correct location.  40pts
2) For the 1st Informative Speech, you will pick five speakers and write a one-page paper for each speech (1+1+1+1+1=5 papers in total) critiquing the presentation.  Use Word document and submit in Canvas in the correct location.  60pts
3) For the 2nd Informative Speech, you will pick five speakers and write a one-page paper for each speech (1+1+1+1+1=5 papers in total) critiquing the presentation.  Use Word document and submit in Canvas in the correct location.  60pts
4) For the Persuasive Speech, you will pick five speakers and write a one-page paper for each speech (1+1+1+1+1=5 papers in total) critiquing the presentation.  Use Word document and submit in Canvas in the correct location.  60pts
Submit your work on time.  Late papers will only be accepted one week after the original due date.  After that, you will receive a Zero (0).

Quizzes

There will be three examinations.  The first exam will cover chapters 1-5.  The second exam will cover chapters 6-10.  The third exam will cover chapters 11-15.  Each exam will consist of twenty multiple-choice questions at three points each.  Quizzes will be online and will be open for 24hrs.  If I have to reopen a quiz for you, points will be deducted, and no quiz will be reopened past three days/nights from the closing date.
