Discussion Items:
Reedley College Mission Statement Review:

Dr. Hioco reported that the Strategic Planning Committee recommended a change to the Mission Statement which was presented by the Ad Hoc Committee.  

Dr. Hioco explained that the accreditation handbook outlines three key elements that must be addressed in the Mission Statement.  According to the handbook, the Mission Statement should:

· Define the Institutions broad educational purposes

· Define its intended student population

· Define its commitment to achieving student learning
Because it is the end of the semester, no action will be taken at this time.  This item will be returned to the agenda as a discussion and action item in the fall.  After the Mission Statement has been reviewed by the College Council, it will be reviewed by the constituent groups.


Core Values:


A draft of the Core Values Statement was presented to the Council.  Dr. Hioco 
reported that The Strategic Planning Committee would like input on the Core Values 
draft which was developed from the Philosophy Statement.  

Committee Operating Agreement:

Discussion took place regarding the reason the Scholarship and Financial Aid 
Committee is not listed as a standing committee in the Governance Handbook.  

B. Turini recalled that it had previously been agreed that advisory committees would 
not be listed in the Governance Handbook.  

It was further discussed whether this committee was in fact advisory, or a standing 
committee.  The discussion that took place indicates it is not an advisory 
committee, but rather a standing committee.  This will be a future agenda item.


Student Conduct Standards and Procedures: 

The Student Conduct Standards and Procedures was presented for review.  M. White 
reported that all standards and procedures must be in line with AR5530, which is 
currently being reviewed by, General Counsel Greg Taylor; however, the draft of the 
Student Conduct Standards and Procedures should not change as it is procedural.  

B. Turini reported that the full Academic Senate has not reviewed the document and
M. Highfill stated that it has not been presented to Classified Senate.
