     Larry Greene graduated from Dinuba High and was a football and baseball player at Reedley College.  He earned his nickname “Speedy” by holding the record for Stolen Bases from 1963-65.   A true leader on the diamond, he served as Team Captain and was selected Most Valuable Player.  Over the years Larry has coached little League Baseball.  He has also been a Football and Basketball Coach at Immanuel High School in Reedley.  





      Jake Klassen’s induction is posthumous.  At Dinuba High School he earned 9 “Block D” varsity letters playing football, basketball, baseball and track & field.  Jake followed his older brother John to Reedley College. From 1950 – 52 they made up the “Klassen Brothers Pitching and Catching Battery”.  Jake was the Tigers catcher.  After Reedley College, the Klassen Brothers played Semi Pro Ball in Lindsay and Porterville.





     Jake was very involved in Reedley Babe Ruth.  At the age of 60 he joined a Men’s Senior Baseball League and it wasn’t until he was 72 years young that he hung up his glove.
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
