Would you like to be a part of a brand new program at Willow International Community College Center? The North Centers College Advantage Program will give you the opportunity to earn high school and college credit at the same time! 
You can begin your college journey by taking courses at the Willow International Community College Center in both the Fall 2010 and Spring 2011 semesters.  Classes will be held on Monday, Wednesday, and Friday mornings from 8:00 a.m. to 10:00 a.m.  You will have a choice of taking Sociology 1A- Introduction to Sociology, Psychology 2- Introduction to Psychology, Speech 1- Public Speaking, and Food and Nutrition 40. All of these classes meet requirements for the community college, California State University, and University of California systems. Clovis North High School has identified you as a student that would do well in college level classes. You will earn college credit for these classes and have an opportunity to earn high school credit for most, if not all, of these classes. You will have to buy your own college textbooks and pay the $17 health fee, but you will have your enrollment fees of $26 per unit waived. This special dual-credit program will be open to 20 Clovis North High School seniors only for this inaugural year. 
In order to qualify for this High School Enrichment program, you will need to meet the following requirements:

1. Minimum 2.5 cumulative grade point average

2. Approval of the high school principal and high school counselor

3. Parent approval
4. Completed application approved by the college counselor

You and your parents must attend an orientation session to receive additional information, a packet of admissions materials, and answers to your questions.  Willow International College Center staff will be present to describe the courses and process involved in registering for the year-long program.
