GREEN CONTEST RULES

CONTEST OPENS: February 1, 2010

CONTEST ENDS: April 22, 2010

RULES AND REGULATIONS:

· Only one entry is permitted per student or staff member, per category.
· Members of the district-wide committee are ineligible.

· A group of judges, consisting of one community member, one administrator, one GREEN Club advisor, and one student representative; will chose the top three submittals. These will be ranked first, second, and third. The judges will select the top three winners based on creativity, practicality, sustainability, adaptability and impact. The judges may also designate honorable mention winners, who may or may not receive awards.
· Submissions should address the objective of Reedley College and State Center Community College District to become a green district.

· Three separate categories will be judged:


1. Student Poster entry


2. Student Sustainability Project


3. Staff Sustainability Project

1. The student poster entry must not be larger than 11” X 17”. Smaller sizes will be accepted. Any kind of paper may be used; we promote recycled material but this will not be a criterion for judging. Entries may be done in marker, ink, crayon, colored pencil, watercolor, acrylic, or tempera paint. Computer entries will also be accepted. ALL ARTWORK MUST PROMOTE THE SUSTAINABILITY EFFORTS OF STATE CENTER COMMUNITY COLLEGE DISTRICT AND REEDLEY COLLEGE.

2. The two categories pertaining to the project will be proposals that may be implemented on the campus or district-wide. Proposals may not be more than two typed pages. The proposals must be realistic for implementation consideration. 

· The winning individual name and their project from each category will be submitted into the SCCCD Contest, a district wide winner will be chosen and announced.
· By submitting an entry, participants certify that the materials and ideas submitted to the contest are original and have not been previously published. Participants additionally certify and that neither their entry, nor their use thereof, violates, infringes, or otherwise conflicts with any copyright, trademark, or property right of any third party.
